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Many Farms High School will continue with VIRTUAL LEARNING next week, August 11-

August 15, 2205, due to ongoing electrical issues due to aging and malfunctioning transformers. 

Specifically: 

• The original transformer from 1968 powers the old campus and is no longer 

functioning reliably. 

• The transformer from 2000, which powers the academic building was recommended to 

be replaced by Navajo Tribal Utility Authority (NTUA). 

 

To address this issue, we have partnered with Sunstate Equipment to deliver a generator that 

will temporarily power the old campus. Once the generator is operational, the campus will 

reopen, with classes being temporarily relocated to the following areas:
